
In Pennsylvania, munici-
pal police departments 
typically provide police 
services in one of three 
ways. The most tradi-
tional way is a municipal-
ity creates its own police 
department and officers 
in the department pro-
vide services to the resi-
dents.  The second 
method is with contract 
agreements between two 
or more municipalities.  
In this scenario, one mu-
nicipality will pay another 
municipality to patrol it’s  
streets and provide police 
services.  This would be 
the type of service pro-
vided to the Borough by 
Forks Fire Company. 
The third method is 
through the establish-
ment of a regional police 
department where two or 

more municipalities 
come together to form a 
single police department 
that has jurisdiction  
over each of the munici-
palities.  In April of 
2005, According to a 
survey by The Center 
For Rural Pennsylvania, 
less than 3% of munici-
palities are regionalized, 
and only 11% are ser-
viced by contract agree-
ments. For  more of the 
police survey, go to 
www.ruralpa.org/
small_town_police. 

For very small munici-
palities such as Stocker-
town Borough, region-
alization and contracted 
services would be nearly 
impossible to finance.  
Larger police depart-
ments with full time of-
ficers, must provide a 

myriad of benefits to 
their officers, not re-
quired of a part time 
department.  Examples 
are the Police Retire-
ment Fund and Disabil-
ity Policies. 

Let’s look at Stocker-
town.  There have been 
ongoing conversations 
regarding the police 
presence in the Bor-
ough. There are those 
that think the coverage 
is sufficient, and there 
are those that insist 
there is never an officer 
on duty when one is 
needed.  In Stocker-
town, as in most mu-
nicipalities of our size 
and budget, the depart-
ment employs only part 
time officers to avoid
